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Upper Limb
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Paralysis of nerves of the upper limb (50%)

Radial nerve palsy, radial aspect

Normal extension of the left hand

‘Wrist drop’ due to an injury to the right radial nerve

in or above the elbow region

Median nerve palsy, palmar aspect

Normal closure of fist of the left hand

Incompletely closed fist (‘oath hand’) due to median nerve palsy
at the right upper limb in or above the elbow region, additionally
a flattened thenar eminence (‘ape hand’) because of an atrophy
of thenar muscles

The skin regions marked by blue color indicate the autonomic areas
of the corresponding nerves.
